I am directed to inform you that Government of Bihar in the Finance Department 

have created a Directorate of Economics and Statistics with the following functions and 
have laid down the following instructions to be observed by the various Departments and 
offices of the Government:- 
 
The functions of the Bureau:-  

(i)  To advise departments and offices of the Government on statistics and 
economic questions.  

(ii) To co-ordinate the statistics collected by different departments and offices 
of the Government subject to guidance from the Bureau, individual 
departments will continue to collect their own statistics. The Bureau will 
co-ordinate these statistics, suggest improvements in the existing methods 
of collection and offer advice in regard to the collection of new statistics. 
In the other words, it will give all sorts of technical direction and 
supervise statistical work done by the staff of the various departments. It 
will provide requisite liaison between the Central Government and this 
Government in respect of statistical matters. It will organise in the 
provincial sphere any statistical surveys required as part of approved all- 
India plans.  

(iii) To review, rationalise and standardise, as far as practicable, The method 
of planning statistical enquiries, methods of collection of data as well as 
methods of arrangement, presentation and analysis of statistical data 
employed by different departments and offices of Government. Enquiries 
affecting more than one Government Department or enquiries of a 
specialised nature will obviously be carried out by the Bureau through the 
agencies working under it and will be associated with all socioeconomic 
enquiries required by Government.    

(iv) To carry out statistical or economic analysis and research and maintain a 
statistical laboratory and a library. Compilation, scrutiny and 
interpretation of data collected by various departments would be the 
function of Bureau. 

(v) To prepare and publish periodical reports, etc., summarising and 
interpreting statistical material received from various departments or 
collected by itself. 

 
Instructions to be issued by various Departments and offices of the Government :- 
 

(i)   Duplicate of all periodical statistical statements and reports (e.g., 
administration reports etc.,)should be furnished to the Bureau when they 
are ready. 

(ii) Before modifying, revising, altering or recasting the existing forms of 
return, as well as methods and procedure for collection, checking, 
compilation, presentation and analysis of existing statistics, the Bureau 
should be consulted. 



(iii) When a Department or an office of Government contemplates collection 
of any new statistics, pertaining to any subject whatever, whether by 
random sampling methods or by any other methods, the Bureau be 
consulted at every important stage. 

(iv) Experimental projects(such as small-scale experiments for improving 
varieties of food crops or other crops, cattle breeding, etc.) taken up by 
Departments concerned either at the instance of the Government of India 
agencies or at their own initiative should be carried out under the 
immediate direction and contro0l of the Director of Economics and 
Statistics Bureau. 

(v) If any Department or office has a statistical section or branch, the 
statistician or statistical officer concerned should be asked to work under 
the direction, supervision and the technical control of the Director of 
Economics and Statistics in so far the statistical aspect of their work is 
concerned. 

(vi) The Director of Economics and Statistics should be consulted by the 
various departments and offices of Government at the time of creating 
new posts of all grades for statistical work and also at the time of 
selection as well as confirmation of statistical personnel. 

(vii) The methods of reference may be by letters or unofficial endorsement as 
occasion suggests. But unofficial reference should always be supported 
by a concise self-contained note on the points on which the advice of the 
Bureau is sought. 

Conference or committees:- The Director of Economics and Statistics Bureau should be 
represented at all meetings by the provincial Government or the Government of India 
or their agencies where any statistical or economic questions are to be considered.                

                          The Director of the central Bureau of Economics and Statistics has 
already been appointed and taken over charge of this work. I am to request you to 
observe the instructions laid down by the Government and offer facilities to the 
Director to undertake the functions for which the Directorate has been created. To 
enable the Director to start the work immediately, I would request you-  

(a) to send to the Director of the Central Bureau of Economic and Statistics, a 
brief note stating the various kinds of statistics collected by or received in 
your office, whether these are published in the annual statements and returns 
issued by your office or not, the method and sources of collection of these 
statistics, the form in which they are collected, and the forms of statements 
and returns in which they are published and submitted to Government; 

(b) to issue instructions to your statistical officer and the statistical staff, if any, 
to maintain close contact with the office of the Director of the central Bureau 
of Economics and Statistics in respect of all statistical materials collected 
and their compilation and publication; 

(c) to send to the Director of the Central Bureau of Economics and Statistics all 
statistical statements and reports issued by your office during the last five 
years and all such statements and reports to be issued in future. 
The Director would like to know if there is any statistical problem which you 
would like him to examine immediately and he would be glad to have a 
discussion with you on any such problem. The Director of the Central 
Bureau of Economics and Statistics, Bihar, Patna may be addressed directly 
in this connection.

              For the  better performance of business in relation to the Agricultural Statistics, the

(b) The Director, Central Bureau of Economics and Statistics shall design surveys and 
investigations connected with Agricultural Statistics in consultation with the Director 
of Agricultural Statistics and such surveys and investigations if approved by 
Government, shall be carried out by the Director of Agricultural Statistics. 

(c) The Director, Central Bureau of Economics and statistics may tender technical advice 
on any aspect of the work of the Agricultural Statistics to the Director of Agricultural 
Statistics, and for this purpose he may carry out inspection of the field work of 
Agricultural Statistics. 

(5) For this purpose of these rules and subject to such amendments as may be made  from 
time to time by order, the establishment connected with the affairs of the Director of 
Agricultural Statistics and the establishment connected with the affairs of the Director, 
Central Bureau of Economics and  Statistics shall be separated and notified separately. 

(6) The District Statistical Officers and other statistical staff posted outside the State 
headquarters shall be responsible to the Director of Agricultural Statistics and to the 
Director of Central Bureau of Economics in relation to the functions entrusted to each.

SUBJECT:- Duties and functions of Junior Statistical  Assistant posted at Block 

Headquarters, Administrative Control, etc. 
 
 

The main object of the community Project is to secure the fullest development of 
men and material resources of rural India which calls for intensive work in the field of 
Agricultural Development, Social Education, Improvement of Health Sanitation, 
communication, etc. It can only be ensured if  we have necessary statistics at each stage 
of their development so that administrators  may be able to assess the basic requirement 
of the rural folk, plan the future programme of action, keep watch of the work and take 
necessary measures to fulfill the target laid down therein. The need for statistical staff at 
different levels for collection, compilation and analysis of data was keenly felt by the 
administrative and reported to the higher authorities from time to time.  

2.   The State Government under the Second Five- Year Plan have provided each Anchal 
– cum –Development Block with one Junior Statistical Assistant in the grade Rs. 100-5-
130-E.B.-6-190 under the administrative control of the Central Bureau of Economics and 
Statistics, Bihar. A District Statistical Officer(Junior Class II Service) is going to be 
appointed and posted at each of 17 district headquarters. He will be assisted by a 
Statistical Inspector (Rs. 125-250), a Junior Statistical Assistant (Rs. 100-190) together 
with the existing staff of District Statistical Supervisor of Agricultural Statistics and 
Statistical Computer. The District Statistical Officer will help the D. Os. in Statistical 
work relating to planning. The detail of work in regard to the District Statistical Officers 
will be furnished to the D. Os. As soon as they are appointed. 

  
3.  Duties of J.S.A.- At this stage it is felt necessary to define the functions and duties of the 

J.S. As. Who are going to be posted at the headquarters of the blocks which are  already 
in existence. All the Block Development Officers will see that the J.S. As. In their 
respective blocks are not utilized for purposes other than what they are meant for. 

4.  The details of works connected with administrative intelligence at the block level have 
already been given in the green book on “Draft Manual on Administrative Intelligence” a 
copy of which has already been provided to each Block Development Officer by the 
Development Commissioner, Bihar. However, the main items of work in this connection 
are summarised   below:- 

Administrative Intelligence- 
(a) To attend at block level, to all statistical works relating to scrutiny, certification, 

processing of statistical returns(including fortnightly, monthly and quarterly progress 
reports submitted by village level workers and other supervisory staff), Bench mark 
surveys of the villages. 

(b) To take up work relating to the assessment and evaluation of achievements, people’s 
contribution and Government expenditures.  

(c) Preparation of various types of graphs, charts and statements depicting, different 
types of the Community Development and N.E.S. programmers. 

(d) Preparation of brief notes regarding performance of blocks. 
(e) Supervision of all types of ad-hoc surveys initiated by the State Statistical Bureau, 

the Development Commissioner’s Office or any other department, the Central or State 
Government. 
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(f) Preparation of consolidated composite chart for each village in the block with a view 
to bring out comparison between the existing condition resources of each village and 
achievement in various fields made from time to time. Besides administrative intelligence 
work, the J.S.A. will have to be entrusted with other types of statistical work as given 
below:- 

(i) Agricultural Statistics (details will follow in printed guide)-   To undertake or supervise 
crop-cutting experiments on major crops as directed by the Director, Ceneral Bureau of 
Economics and Statistics, Bihar, Superintendent, Agricultural Statistics, Bihar, from time 
to time. 

(ii) To do rain recording work and report the maximum temperature humidity, etc.- It has 
been decided that each Anchal – cum-Development Block will be equipped with one 
rain-gauge station with rain gauge and maximum and minimum wet and dry bulb 
thermometer. The Block Development Officers will henceforth be the rain-recording 
officers and will be assisted by the J.S.S in the work. A separate letter is being addressed 
regarding the rain–recording work giving the detail of time, procedure of dispatch and the 
date from which the work may be taken up by Block Development Officers from the 
existing rain recording officers. 

(iii) Checking of other reports and returns with reference to area and yield of agricultural 
crops(details will follow) and farm price, etc. 

(iv) Reporting of wages of agricultural lab our ( the work to be taken up later when Director 
of Central Bureau of Economics and Statistics will issue separate instructions).  

 
 

VITAL  STATISTICS. 
 

Supervising the work of collection of birth and death statistics by Village Chaukidars 
and Gram Sewaks - Administrative control in terms of paragraph 5 of the Government 
Resolution no.2986-A.C.S., dated the 7th June, 1954, regarding N.E.S. organisation, 
administrative control, etc.- The Director of Central Bureau of Economics and Statistics will 
be the controlling technical head in regard to the Junior Statistical Assistant posted to each 
N.E.S./C.D. Block. But in terms of paragraph 6 of the said resolution, the B.D.O./P.E.O .will 
function as an agent of the Central Bureau of Economics and Statistics while the Director 
will be responsible for ensuring adequate technical supervision over the work of these J.S. 
As. who will remain under the administrative control of the B.D.O./P.E.O. for operational 
purposes. In order to make this administrative control effective and to minimise delay in 
disbursement of pay and allowance to the J.S.A. to be attached to each N.E.S./ C.D .Block, it 
will be necessary to declare the Block Development Officer/Project Executive Officer as 
head of office for the purpose of rule 289(1) of the Bihar Treasury Code, Volume I in respect 
of Junior Statistical Assistant. 

     It will further be necessary to delegate some powers to the Block Development 
Officer/Project Executive Officer in regard to certain other matters for which orders are 
being issued separately.

The setting up of District statistical machinery is an important and significant land 
mark in the evoluation of Indian statistical system. It has been increasingly realised that 
district administration is the pivot of administrative set up and a good deal of data flows 
from the district onwards. It is, therefore, necessary that whatever data  are collected at 
this stage should be comprehensive, reliable and accurate. The need for such data has 
recently been more increasingly felt in view of the fact that great emphasis has been laid 
on planning at the district level. In accordance with the recommendation of the Joint 
Conference of Central and State Statisticians and the Agricultural Prices Enquiry 
Committee, a scheme in the Second Five-Year Plan has been included for setting up 
District Statistical Organisations. 
I t is for the first time that a  district statistical machinery is being established in 
Bihar and elsewhere and in order that the system may develop on uniform and systematic 
lines, it is felt necessary to prepare a manual setting forth precisely the functions of this 
organisation and its relation s with planning and organisations at district level. The 
various agencies at the district level collect data as a bye-product of administrative and 
regulatory activities. The problems that would be thrown up in the establishment of 
distinct statistical machinery require to be examined and studied in context and 
background of the existing situations at district level and a district statistical manual will 
provide guidance in evolving appropriate mechanism on a uniform basis. 
    
       Keeping the above considerations in view the following will be the main functions of 
the District Statistical Officer:- 
       (1) He should assist the district agencies in filling up the quarterly       

  proforma relating to progress of the Plan and other relevant statistics and to 
ensure that they are filled up properly. 

(2) He should also look critically into the compilation of Agricultural  Statistics, 
Community Project and National Extension Service   statistics. 
 

(3) He should maintain a register of physical targets, aims and objectives, amount 
sanctioned and spent on each scheme that is implemented in the district. 

(4)   He should maintain all the basic statistics pertaining to his district and try to build 
up these statistics village wise. 

(5)  Preparation of statistics abstract and statistical series – The District Statistical 
Officer should also concentrate on building the series from the village level at a 
later date wherever possible. The progress of the work in this direction should be 
intimated to the Bureau from time to time by the officers. 
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(6)  Ad hoc enquiries – The District Statistical Officers will have to take part in ad hoc 
enquiries that are conducted by the Bureau for collection of any information on ad 
hoc basis. 

(7)  The District Statistical Officers should give a brief note on the type of statistics 
available in the district, their coverage sources, extent or reliability, etc.  

(8) Co-ordinating the statistical activites of different departments at the district level. 
(9) Ensuring that the data collected by the different district agencies are furnished in 

time and conform to contain minimum standards. 
(10) Undertaking on-the- spot investigations on the collections data. 
(11) Periodic training of primary reporters of data in the different fields. 
(12) Collection of such economic and statistical data which are either not available at 

present or are extremely meager inadequate or unreliable and for collection of 
which there is no suitable agency existing at the district level and which can be 
collected with the sanctioned staff.  

(13) Maintain data relating to district development scheme included in the Plan and 
periodic assessment of the progress there of. 

(14) Meeting such other demands for statistics as may arise from time to time for 
administrative and policy purposes. 

(15) Supervising the work of primary reporting agencies and exercising crosschecks, 
between entries made in different columns and rows of different forms of returns, 
reports and statement, comparison with similar data  relating to previous periods 
and examine if data collected correspond to concepts and definitions adopted. 

16) Submitting critical annual reports on his district statistics.

  I AM to state that the duties and functions of the District Statistical Officers and the 

Junior Statistical Supervisors have  been laid down in Shree H. Prasad’s letter no.T.-1/57-
6296/F.(E.S.), dated the 20th December 1957 and no.5013/56-2100-F.(E.S.), dated the 16th 
July 1956 respectively. Since some difficulties of interpretation have been to notice, the 
following instructions are issued in clarification. 

 2. The District Statistical Officers have been posted to each district in the State primarily 
to assist the District Officers in the collection, compilation and analysis of statistical data 
relating to the districts concerned. The details of the statistical works which the District 
Statistical Officers are required to do have been laid down by Government from time to time 
but their assistance can be taken by the District Officers in collecting other statistics, the 
demand for which may arise for administrative and policy purposes. It should, however, be 
the anxiety of the District Officers to see that the statistical work specially assigned to them 
does not suffer in any way and that those officers are not employed on any non-statistical 
work. 

3. The District Statistical Officers will work under the functional control of the District 
Officers in all non-technical matters. The District Officers will have the same powers of 
administrative and disciplinary control over them which they exercise under Government 
instructions, as laid down in paragraph 5 of the Chief Secretary’s letter no.6728, dated the 
16th September, 1966.  They will more over grant casual leave to the District Statistical 
Officers and will also function as their controlling officers for travelling allowance purposes 
as empowered in Shree H. Prasad’s letter no.E.S.-485/60-1494, dated the 23rd March, 1960. 

4. The control which the Project Executive Officers /Block Development Officers will 
exercise  over the Junior Statistical Supervisors is indicated in Shree H. Prasad, I A.S., 
Deputy Secretary, Finance Department’s letter no.2099-E.S., dated the 16th July 1956 and in 
paragraph 1 of the Chief Secretary’s letter no.520, dated the 24th January,1957. The Block 
Development Officers will ensure that the Junior Statistical Supervisors in their respective 
blocks are not utilised for purpose other than what they are meant for. The Junior Statistical 
Supervisors should undertake on the spot verification of the data when required to do so by 
the Block Development Officers and compile the reports after they have been received duly 
signed by the subject matter specialists and extension supervisors. 

5. The Director, Agricultural Statistics and the Central Bureau of Economics and 
Statistics is being requested to examine the present position and issue specific instructions to 
the Districts Statistical  Officers/ Junior Statistical Supervisors for maintenance of statistical 
data at the block and the district levels which may be of help for day to day administration.

SUBJECT:-  Association of V.L.Ws.,and Agricultural Extension Supervisors with crop 
enumeration and crop cutting experiments. 
 
Sir, 
           I AM directed to say that a recent review of the ostimates of Agricultural 
production revealed that for want of close supervision, the estimates are becoming less 
and less reliable. The errectness of the estimated must be insured as they form the basis 
of all future planning. 
2. There are two principal stages in the process of collecting agicultural statistics – 

(i) Area enumeration, and  
(ii) Crops cutting experiments. 
The area enumeration requires that the Kraramcharis would go from plot to plot 

in every crop season and take note of the crops grown in the different plots and 
prepare the Jinswar. The crop cutting experiments are conducted by Circle Inspectors 
in plots selected by the method of “Random sample”. 

3.   It has been decided by the State Government that with effect from the current 
agricultural year commencing from July 1,1968 the village level  workers would 
invariabley accompany the Karamcharis at the time of village survey(area 
enumeration). These surveys are conducted in accordance with the programme drawn 
up by the Circle Inspectors fairly in advance of the commencement of the 
Agricultural season,keeping in vies the other work of the Karamcharis, the number of 
plots and the area to be surveyed by each of them.In order to associate the V.L.Ws., 
with this  work effectively, it is necessary that his programme is drawn up by the 
Circle Inspectors in consultation with the Agricultural Extention Supervissors of the 
Blocks preferably at the meeting of the block headquarters days. 

4.  The Circle Inspectors will prepare five copies of the programme and hand over 
one copy to the Karamchari concerned who will paste it in his diary. The second copy 
should be handed over to the Agricultural Extention Supervisor and the third copy 
should be posted to the District Statistical Dofficer. The fourth copy should be 
submitted to the Block Development Officer/Circle Officer and fifth copy retained by 
the Circle Inspectors as his office copy. 

5.  It would be the responsibility of the Agricultural Extension Supervisor to 
distribute his copy of the programme  to the V.L.Ws. connected who would 
accompany the Kaaramcharis in the course of the area enumeration work. At the 
conclusion of survey of each village, the V.L.Ws. will have  to append a certificate on 
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the area abstract of the Khesra Register to the effect that “losZ{k.k esjs le> gqvk A 
izfrosnu vkadM+s lgh gS” A 

The V.L.Ws. will have to appond his date signature also to this certificate. 
 
6.   There are four principal crop seasons in the State, namely, Bhadai, Agahani, Rabi 

and Summer. The Director of Statistics and Evaluation will be issuing instructions 
separately indicating the period during each of the four crop season. While drawing 
up the programme referred to above ,the Agricultural Extention Supervisor will have 
to see that it is drawn up that the main work of Agricultural  Extention Supervisor is 
not hindered. 

7.  Crop cutting Experiments.-Likewise, the Circle Inspector will have to draw up a 
programme for crop cutting experiments will in advance in consultation with the 
Agricultural Extention Supervisor .The Agricultural Extention Supervisor will 
witness the crop cutting expweriments conducted by the Circle Inspector and will

 The Circle Inspector will have to append  his dated signature to the certificate. 
 
8.   Submission of reports:-It has further been decided that it would be the 

responsibility of the Project Exccutive Office /Prakhand Vikas Padadhikari/Block 
Development Officer to submit the reports and returns of Agricultural Statistics over 
his signature to the District Statistical Officer, after proper scrutiny. After compiking 
the reports for the district as whole, the District Statistical Officer will, on the date to 
be fixed by the District Officer, having a meeting at which the District reports and 
returns will be finalised. The District Development Officer, the District Statistical 
Officer and the District Agricultural Officer should attend that meeting, which would 
be presided over by the District Officer. 

9.  After finalization at such a meeting , the district reports and returns should be 
submitted by the District Statistical Officer, to the Director of Statistics and 
Evaluation. 

10.  General.-(i)(a) The idea of associating the Agricultural Extention Supervisor and 
the V.L.Ws. with area enumeration and crop cutting  experiments is to ensure that 
divergent reports and returns are not submitted by to agencies  and that the statistics 
furnished by one agency are not challenged by the other. 

           (b)The association of the Agricultural Extention Supervisor and the Village Level 
Worker with this work should also help to identify the different improved varitees of 
crops including the high yielding varieties.The Director of Statistics and Evaluation 
will be issuing instructions separately for adding a colum in the Jinswar to indicate 
the area under the high yielding varieties.In this way, it would be possible to have a 
correct estmate of the area under high yielding varieties of crops. 

(c) Detailed instruction on area enumeration and the crop cutting experiments are 
given in the “Guide to the Agricultural Statistics” copies of which wil be available 
with the District Statistical Officer. 

(ii)   Government would like you to ensure that these instructions are understood and 
followed by the officers and staff of the Agricultural Department /Revenue 
Department as wll as by the Department of statistics and Evaluation.

(3) Number of plots and works of 
Karamcharis checked during the year. 
(4) Number of days devoted to agricultural 
statistics work. 

(b) In case of Circle Inspector  (1) The percentage of area surveyed in his 
circle. 
(2) Timeless in submission of various 
reports . 
(3) Total number of plots and work of 
Karamcharis checked in each month 
during the year. 

(c) In case of Karamcharis  (1) Percentage of area surveyed. 
(2) Timeless in submission of returns. 
(3) The quality of work done as found by 
Circle Officer,District Supervisor and 
Circle Inspector during the year.

OBJECTIVES:- 
 
The objectives of the RKBY are as follows are as under :- 
 

1. To provide insurance coverage and financial support to the farmers in the event of 
failure of any of the notified crop as a result of natural calamities pests 
&Diseases. 

2. To encourage the farmers to adopt progressive farming practices high value in-
puts and higher technology in Agriculture. 

3. To help stabilize farm incomes, particularly in disaster years.   
 
SALIENT FEATURES OF THE SCHEME 
 
1. CROPS COVERED : 
 
The Crops in the following broad groups in respect of which  (i) the past yield data based 
on Crop Cutting Experiments (CCEs) is available for adequate number of years and        
(ii) requisite number of CCEs are conducted for estimating the yield during the proposed 
season: 

a. Food crops ( Cereals, Millets & Pulses ) 
b. Oilseeds  
c. Sugarcane, Cotton & Potato ( Annual Commercial / annual Horticulture crops ) 

 
Other annual Commercial / annual Horticulture crops subject to availability of past Yield 
data will be covered in a period of three years. However, the crops which will be covered 
next year will have to be spelt before the close of preceding year. 
 
2. STATES AND AREAS TO BE COVERED : 
 
The Schemes extends to all States and Union Territories. The  States. / UTs opting for the 
Scheme would be required to take up all the crops identified for coverage in a given year.  
  
Exit clause : The States/ Union Territories once opting for the Scheme, will have to 
continue for a minimum period of three years. 
 
3. FARMERS TO BE COVERED :   
 
All farmers including sharecroppers, tenant farmers growing the notified crops  the 
notified areas are eligible  for coverage. 
 
The Scheme covers following groups of farmers: 
 

a) On a compulsory basis :  All farmers growing notified crops and availing 
Seasonal Agricultural Operations (SAO ) loans from Financial Institutions i.e. 
Loanee Farmers. 

b) On a voluntary basis :  All other farmers growing notified crops (i.e. Non- Loanee  
farmers ) who opt for the Scheme. 
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4. RISKS COVERED & EXCLUSIONS : 
 
Comprehensions risk insurance will be provided to cover yield losses due to non 
preventable risks, viz. :  
 

(i) natural Fire and Lightning  
(ii) Storm, Hailstorm, Cyclone, Typhoon, Tempest, Hurricane, Tornado etc.  
(iii) Flood, Inundation and Landslide  
(iv) Drought, Dry spells  
(v) Pests / Diseases etc. 

 
Losses arising out of war & nuclear risks, malicious damage & other preventable risks 
shall be excluded. 
 
5. SUM INSURED / LIMIT OF COVERAGE : 
 
The Sum Insured (SI) may extend to the value of the threshold yield of the insured crop 
at the option of the insured farmers. However, a farmer may also insure his crop beyond 
value of threshold yield level up to 150 % of average yield of notified area on payment of 
premium at commercial rates. 
 
In case of Loanee farmers the Sum Insured would be at least equal to the amount of crop 
loan advanced. 
 
Further, in case of Loanee farmers, the Insurance Charges shall be an  additionality  to 
the Scale of Finance for the purpose of obtaining loan. 
 
In matters of Crop Loan disbursement procedures, guidelines of RBI / NABARAD shall 
be binding. 
 
6. PREMIUM RATES :

Transition to the actuarial regime in case of cereals, millets, pulses & oilseeds would be 
made in a period of five years. The actuarial rates shall be applied at District / Region / 
State level at the option of the State Govt./ UT. 
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7. PREMIUM SUBSIDY :  
 
50 %  subsidy in premium is allowed in respect of Small & Marginal farmers to be 
shared equality by the Government of India and State / UT Govt. The premium subsidy 
will be phased out on sunset basis in a period of three to five years subject to review of 
financial results and the response of farmers at the end of the first year of the 
implementation of the Scheme. 
 
The definition of Small and Marginal farmer would be as follows:  
 
SMALL FARMER:  A Cultivator with a land holding of 2 hectares (5 acres) or less as 
defined in the land ceiling legislation of the concerned State / UT. 
 
 
MARGINAL FARMER:  A Cultivator with a land holding of 1 hectare or less (2.5 acres)  
 
8. SHARING OF RISKS: 
 
Risk will be chared by IA and the Government in the following proportio : 
 
(a) Food Crops & Oilseeds: Till, complete transition to Actuarial regime in a period of 
five years takes place, claims beyond 100 % of premium will be bone by the 
Government. Thereafter, all normal claims, i.e. claims up to 150 % of premium will be 
met by IA and claims beyond 150 % shall be paid out of Corpus Fund for a period of 
three years. After this period of three years claims up to 200 %  will be met by IA and 
above this ceiling, out of the Corpus Fund. 
 
(b) Annual Commercial crops / annual Horticulture crops: Implementing shall bear all 
normal losses, i.e. claims up to 150 % of premium in the three years and 200 % of 
premium thereafter subject to satisfactory claim experience. The claims beyond 150 % of 
premium in the first three years and 200% of premium   thereafter shall be paid out of 
Corpus Fund. However, the period of three Years stipulated for this purpose will be 
reviewed on the basis of financial results after the first year of implementation and the 
period will be extended to five years if considered necessary. 
 
To meet Catastrophic losses, a Corpus Fund shall be created with contributions from the 
Government of India and State Govt. / UT in 50:50 basis. A portion of Calamity Relief 
Fund (CRF) will be used for contribution to the Corpus  Fund. 
 
9. AREA APPROACH and UNIT OF INSURANCE:  
 
The Scheme would operate on the basis of “Area Approach”, i.e. Defined Areas for each 
notified crop for widespread calamities and on an individual basis for localized calamities 
such as hailstorm, landslide, cyclone and flood The Defined Area (i.E. unit area of 
insurance ) may be Gram Panchayat, Mandal, Hobli, Circle, Phirka, Block, Taluka etc. to 
be decided by the State/ UT Govt.. However, each participating State / UT Govt. will be 
required to reach the level of Gram Panchayat as the unit in a maximum period of three 
years. 
 
Individual based assessment in case of localised calamities would be implemented in 
limited areas on experimental basis, initially and shall be extended in the light of 
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operational experience gained. The District Revenue administration will assist 
Implementing Agency in assessing the extent of loss. 
 
10. SEASONALITY DISCIPLINE: 
 
(a) The broad seasonality discipline followed for Loanee farmers will be  as under: 
 
Activity Kharif Rabi 
Loaning Period  April to September  October to Next March 
Cut-off date for receipt of 
Declarations 

November  May 

Cut-off date for receipt of 
yield data 

January / March July / September 

 
 
(b) The broad cut-off dates for receipt of proposals in respect of Non-loanee farmers will           

be as under: 
 

a. Kharif  season  :  31 st July 
b. Rabi season      :  31 st December 

 
However, seasonality discipline may be modified, if and where necessary in consultation 
with State / UT and the Govt. of India. 
 
11. ESTIMATION OF CROP YIELD: 
 
The State / UT Govt. will plan and conduct the requisite number of Crop Cutting 
Experiments (CCEs) for all notified crops in the notified insurance units in order to 
assess the crop yield. 
 
The State / UT Govt. will maintain single series of Crop Cutting Experiments (CCEs) 
and resultant Yield estimates, both for Crop Production estimates and Crop Insurance. 
 
Crop Cutting Experiments (CCEs) shall be undertaken per unit area / per crop, on a 
sliding scale, as indicated below:

 A Technical Advisory Committee (T.A.C.) comprising representatives from N.S.S.O., 
Ministry of Agriculture ( G.O.I.) and IA shall be constituted to decide the sample size of 
CCEs and all other technical matters. 
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12. LEVELS OF INDEMNITY & THRESHOLD  YIELD:  
 
Three levels of indemnity, viz, 90 %, 80 % & 60 % corresponding to Low Risk, Medium 
Risk & High Risk areas shall be available for all crops ( cereals, millets, pulses & 
oilseeds and annual commercial / annual horticultural crops ) based in Coefficient of 
variation (C.V.) in yield of past 10 years’ data. However, the insured farmers of unit area 
may opt for higher level of indemnity on payment of additional premium based on 
actuarial rates. 
 
The Threshold yield (TY) or Guaranteed yield for a crop in an insurance Unit shall be the 
moving average based on past three years average yield in case of Rice & Wheat and five 
years average yield in case of Other crops, multiplied by the level of indemnity. 
 
 
13. NATURE OF COVERAGE AND INDEMNITY: 
 
If the Actual Yield (AY) per hectare of the insured crop for the defined area { on the 
basis of requisite number of Crop Cutting Experiments (CCEs)} in the insured season, 
falls short of the specified  ‘Threshold yield (TY)’, all the insured farmers growing that 
crop in the defined area are  deemed to have suffered  shortfall in their yield. The Scheme 
seeks to provide coverage against such contingency. 
 
‘Indemnity  shall be calculated as per the following formula.

13 A. INDEMNITY IN CASE OF LOCALISED RISKS: 
 
Loss assessment and modified indemnity procedures in case of occurrence of localized 
perils, such as hailstorm, landslide, cyclone and flood where settlement of claims will be 
on individual basis, shall be formulated by IA in coordination with State / UT Govt. 
 
The loss assessment of localiSed risks on  individual basis will be experimented in 
limited areas initially and shall be extended in the light of operational experience gained. 
The District Revenue administration will assist IA in assessing the extent of loss. 
 
 
14. PROCEDURE FOR APPROVAL & SETTLEMENT OF CLAIMS: 
 
Once the Yield Data is received from the State / UT Govt. as per the prescribed cut-off 
datas, claims will be worked out  and settled by IA.  
 
The claim cheques along with claim particulars will be released to the individual Nodal 
Banks. The Banks at the grass root level, in turn, shall credit the accounts of the 
individual farmers and display the particulars of beneficiaries on their notice board. 
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In the context of localised Phenomenon, viz hailstorm, landslide, cyclone and flood, the 
IA shall evolve a procedure to estimate such losses at individual farmer level in 
consultation with DAC / State / UT. Settlement of such claims will be on individual basis 
between IA and insured. 
 
15. FINANCIAL SUPPORT TOWARDS ADMINISTRATION & OPERATING (A 

&O) EXPENSES:  
 
The A & O expenses would be shared equally by the Central Government & respective 
State Government on sunset basis [100 % in 1st year, 80 % in 2nd year, 60 % in 3rd year, 
40 % in 4th year,20 % in 5th year and ‘zero’ thereafter]. 
 
 
16. CORPUS FUND: 
 
To meet Catastrophic losses, a Corpus Fund shall be created with contributions from the 
Government of India and State /UT on 50 : 50 basis. A portion of Calamity Relief Fund ( 
CRF ) shall be used for contribution to the Corpus Fund. 
 
The Corpus Fund shall be managed by Implementing Agency (IA). 
 
17. REINSURANCE COVER: 
 
Efforts will be made by IA to obtain appropriate reinsurance cover for the proposed 
RKBY in the international Reinsurance market. 
 
18. MANAGEMENT OF THE SCHEME, MONITORING AND REVIEW: 
 
In respect of Loanee farmers, the Banks shall play the same role as under CCIS. 
 
In respect of non-Loanee farmers, Banks shall collect the premium along with the 
Declarations and send it to IA within the prescribed time limits. However, in areas where 
IA has requisite infrastructure a non-loanee farmer will have option to send premium 
along with Declaration, directly to IA within the time limits. 
 
Selection of the Banks will be on the basis of Service Area Approach (SAA) of RBI or at 
the option of the Banks ( where Co-Operative Banks have good network). The 
Department of Agriculture, Agriculture Statistics, Directorate of Economics and 
Statistics, Department of Co-Operation, Revenue Department of the State Government 
will be actively involved in smooth implementation of the Scheme. 
 
The Scheme will be implemented in accordance with the operational modalities as 
worked out by IA in consultation with Dept. of Agriculture & Co-operation.  
 
During each crop season, the agricultural situation will be closely monitored in the 
implementing States / Union Territories. The   State /  UT Department of Agriculture and 
district administration shall set up a District Level Monitoring Committee (DLMC), who 
will provide fortnightly reports of Agricultural Situation with details of area sown, 
seasonal weather conditions, pest incidence, stage of crop failure ( if any ) etc. 
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The operation of the Scheme will be reviewed annually and modifications  as may be 
required would be introduced. Periodic Appraisal Reports on the Scheme would be 
prepared by Ministry of Agriculture, the Government of India / Implementing Agency. 
 
19.IMPLEMENTING AGENCY ( IA ):  
 
An exclusive Organization would be set up in due course, for implementation of RKBY. 
Unit such time as the new set up is created, ^the G.I.C. of India^ will  continue to function 
as the Implementing Agency. 
  
 
20. BENEFITS EXPECTED FROM SCHEME:  

 
The Scheme is expected to : 
 

• be a critical instrument of development in the field of crop production, 
providing financial support to the farmers in the event of crop failure. 

• encourage farmers to adopt progressive farming practices and higher 
technology in Agriculture. 

• help in maintaining  flow of agriculture credit.  
• provide significant benefits not merely to the insured farmers, but to the entire 

community directly and indirectly through spillover and multiplier effects in 
terms of maintaining production & employment, generation of market fees, 
taxes etc. and net accretion to economic growth. 

• Streamline loss assessment procedures and help in building up huge and 
accurate statistical base for crop production. 
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RASTRIYA KRISHI BIMA YOJNA ( RKBY ) 

 
OPERATIONAL,MODALITIES 

 
The State / UT Govt. intending to participate in the Yojna has to intimate their consent 
thereto.  The State / UT Govt. has to accept and abide by the provisions of the Yojna in 
to-to as spelt out in the Yojna text and Operational Modalities. 
 
A ‘ STATE LEVEL COORDINATION COMMITTEE ON CROP INSURANCE’ 
(SLCCCI) shall be formed in all the implementing States / UTs for the purpose of 
overseeing implementation of the Scheme. The committee will be headed by the 
Agricultural Production Commissioner (APC) or by an Official of equal rank of the State 
and will include senior Officers of the State, viz. Secretary ( Agriculture ), Secretary        
( Co-operation) Secretary ( Finance ), Director, Bureau of Statistics  & Economics, 
Registrar of Co-operative Societies, representative of Ministry of Agriculture, Financial 
Institutions including NABARD,RBI, State Apex Coop. Bank, Convener, State Level 
bankers Committee ( SLBC ) and Implementing Agency (IA). 

 
1.) NOTIFICATION: 
 
At the beginning of each crop season, the State Government / UT administration shall 
notify the Crops and Defined Areas which will be covered during the season in 
accordance with the decision taken at the SLCCI meeting. The SLCCI shall, for the 
purpose of notification, consider factors such as availability of past Yield Data, Cropped 
Area and ability to conduct requisite number of Crop Cutting Experiments (CCEs) etc. 
 
In case it is proposed to notify irrigated & un-irrigated areas separately under a crop, the 
State Government/UT shall ensure that minimum CCEs are planned &conducted for 
irrigated & un-irrigated crops, separately in such areas. In addition past data for 
productivity at Unit Area level for immediate 10 years would have to be separately 
furnished to enable IA to work out premium rates. 
 
The State government /  UT should notify the smallest possible units as defined areas 
(I.e. insurance units), which is preferably, the village or the Gram Panchayat. In any case 
the States / UTs shall reach the level of Gram Panchayat within three years. 
 
2.) COLLECTION OF PROPOSALS AND INSURANCE CHARGES: 
 
The present Nodal Banks system under CCIS will continue for RKBY as well, wherein 
IA is not required to deal with all loan disbursing points and instead, deals only with 
designated Nodal points, mostly at district level. 
 
Loanee farmers (Compulsory coverage) : 
 
For loanee farmers, the modalities will be the same as in the existing CCIS. Whenever 
bank disburses loan for an insurable crop additional loan towards insurance charges shall 
also be granted. The disbursing branch shall prepare a Statement of monthly crop-wise 
and defined area-wise details of crop insurance charges and remit the sme to it’s Nodal 
Branch within 15th day of the next month. 
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The Nodal Branch, in turn shall consolidate these Statements from the Branches under it 
and forward the dame to the IA along with a Draft for the insurance charges in 
accordance with monthly cut-off dates. fixed. 
 
For the loans disbursed through Kisan Credit Cards (KCC) which are also eligible for 
coverage, Banks will have to maintain all back up records, registers relating to 
compliance with RKBY and its seasonality discilpline, cut-off date for submitting the 
Declarations and end use etc. as in the case of normal crop loans. The crop loans 
disbursed through KCC but outside the purview of the provisions of the RKBY, shall not 
be eligible for coverage. 
 
A farmer opting for Sum insured higher than the amount of loan availed by him shall be 
treated at par with Non-loanee farmer and relevant cut-off dates for submitting 
Declarations will apply. For coverage of higher SI / higher indemnity Limit (IL), the 
farmer   has to bear the difference of premium. 
 
Declarations formats to be submitted by Nodal banks will be different for Loanee  farmer 
availing sum insured up to the limit of amount of loan availed and those Loanee farmers 
availing higher limit of sum insured. The sum  insured may extend to the value of the 
threshold yield of the insured crop at the option of the insured farmers. Further, a farmer 
may also inure his crop beyond value of threshold yield up to 150 % of average yield of 
notified area on payment of premium for balance sum insured at commercial rates. 
 
For the purpose of sum insured, average yield is reckoned as average of past three years 
yield for  Rice & Wheat and five years for  ‘Other crops’ in the notified area. 
 
In respect of Loanee farmers availing sum insured beyond amount of loan availed the 
details of those farmers availing sum insured beyond value of threshold yield shall be 
furnished separately in a schedule in the Declaration  
 
(a) Non-loanee farmers (Optional coverage): 
 
Those farmers desirous of joining the Scheme will fill up Proposal Form of the Scheme 
submit the same to the village branch of a Commercial Bank (CB) or Regional Rural 
Bank (RRB), or PACS (DCCB) with the requisite insurance charge / premium amount 
for opening an Account in their name or in an existing Account in their name, The 
functional in Branch / PACS shall assist farmers in completing the Proposal form and 
provide necessary guidance. While accepting the Proposal and the insurance charges, it 
shall be the responsibility of such Branch / PACS to verify the particulars of sum insured 
and limit the applicable insurance charges etc. The Branch / PACS shall thereafter 
consolidate these particulars and send them to the respective Nodal points. 
 
 
The Nodal Banks will in turn submit to the IA the Crop-wise and Notified Area-wise 
Crop Insurance Declarations in the prescribed format (separately for Non-loanee farmers) 
along with the Insurance Charges / Premium within the stipulated time. 
 
In respect of optional coverage (non-loanee farmers) the entire amount of insurance 
charges / premium on the basis of the proposal of the farmer shall be deposited with the 
Branch / PACS within the stipulated dates and in turn, Banks would consolidate prepare 
a Declarations and forward the same to IA with premium. 
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Receipt of proposals directly from Non-Loanee farmers: 
 
 On an experimental basis (subject to infrastructure of IA) the Non-Loanee farmers may 
submit the proposals personality to IA with requisite insurance charges / premium. The 
IA shall then consolidate these proposals and convert them into Declarations. However, it 
is mandatory that the Non-Loanee farmers personally submitting proposals to IA should 
hold a Bank account in the Service Area branch / designated bank branch to receive 
compensation, if any. 
 
Initially, personal submission of proposals to IA shall be limited to districts designated 
for experimentation of individual loss assessment on occurrence of localized perils. The 
IA shall open an Office in these designated district HQs. 
 
OPTION FOR HIGHER SUM INSURED: 
 

(a) Food crops & Oilseeds :  Sum insured is worked out by multiplying the threshold 
yield of the crop with Minimum Support Price (MSP) or the market price (where 
MSP is not available) in respect of previous year. A farmer is eligible to cover up 
to the value of threshold yield of the crop at a given premium rate. Additionally, a 
farmer may extend the sum insured up to 150 % of the value of the average yield 
of the crop on payment of premium at commercial (actuarial) rate for part of the 
sum insured exceeding value of threshold yield. 

(b) Annual  Commercial / Horticulture crops:  Sum insured may extend up to 150 % 
of the value of average yield of the crop at commercial (actuarial) rate for the 
entire sum insured. 

 
In case of Loanee farmers, the minimum sum insured is the amount of loan availed. 
 
3) SEASONALITY DISCIPLINE (SUBMISSION OF DECLARATIONS BY BANKS) 
 

a) Loanee farmers: 
 
Banks will send to IA every month consolidated Crop Insurance Declarations in 
respect of loan disbursed to the loanee farmers for each crop and each Defined Area. 
The details of SAO loans disbursed for insurable crops during a month will be 
declared to IA of consolidated Declarations before the end of succeeding month. The 
detailed cut-off dates for in respect of such declarations will be:

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Those loanee farmers who would like to avail a sum insured of more than the amount of 
loan availed shall indicate their choice to the Financial Institutions at the beginning of the 
season and  for these farmers, the cut off dates shall be those applicable for Non-loanee 
farmers. 
 
b) Non-Loanee farmers: 
 
The broad Cut-off dates for receipt of Proposals by the Banks / IA in respect of these 
farmers will be as under: 
 
a. Kharif Season : 31st July 
 
b. Rabi Season : 31st December 
 
In respect of these farmers, the last date of receipt of the consolidated Proposals at IA 
shall be one month after the last date for receipt of Proposals at the Nodal Branch. 
 
 
However, within these broad parameters suggested above for all categories of farmers the 
seasonality discipline may be modified in consultation with State /UT Govt. and Govt. of 
India, depending on local conditions and crop seasons. 
 
4.) IMPORTANT CONDITIONS APPLICABLE FOR COVERAGE RISK: 
 

1) Loans given for unsown areas will not be covered by the Scheme, because 
indemnity claims will arise under the Scheme, only after the crop has been sown 
and in the event of crop failure. Mere disbursement of loans by the financial 
institutions / submission of Proposal by a Non-loanee farmer will not entitle him 
for compensation under the Scheme. 

2) In the areas where crop is sown but, withered away / damaged on account of 
adverse seasonal conditions / pest and / or diseases and also where there is no 
possibility of reviving the crop no further loaning should be made by the 
financing instructions. Any further loaning in such cases shall not be covered by 
the Scheme. 

3) The Scheme covers notified crops until harvesting stage only. Losses caused to 
crops which are spread in the field for drying after cutting / harvesting are 
excluded from the scope of the Scheme.

5). ESTIMATION OF CROP YIELD:                                                                                            
 
The Claim assessment procedure and parameters involved in estimation of claims shall 
be the same for Loanee and Non- Loanee farmers as also for food crops/oil seeds and 
annual commercial/ annual horticultural crops.  
 
The State Department will plan and conduct requisite number of CCEs for all notified 
crops in the notified insurance units in order to assess the crop yield. The State 
Government will notify the crops where requisite minimum number of CCEs will be 
conducted in accordance with the sliding scale given below.

The State Government / U.T. administration will maintain a single series of CCEs for 
both Crop Production and Crop Insurance. 
 
The yield data will be furnished to IA by the State Government/UT in accordance with 
the cut-off dates fixed for all crops and areas notified, based on the TOTAL NO. of CCEs 
(being not less than the minimum prescribed) conducted. 
 
The standards procedures for assessing the yield in respect of multiple picking crops will 
be prepared by IA in consultation with the National Sample Survey Organisation (NSSO) 
and circulated among implementing States/ UTs. 
 
A Committee comprising representatives of State/ UT Govt. National Sample Survey 
Organisation (NSSO) and IA will be set up at the State level to monitor / supervise and 
advise in matters relating  to adequacy and quality of CCEs. 
 
A Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) comprising representatives from NSSO, MOA 
and IA shall be constituted at National level to decide the sample size of CCEs and also 
technical matters pertaining to Threshold Yield/ Actual Yield etc. 
  
LOSS ASSESSMENT IN CASE OF LOCALISED CALAMITIES: 
 
Loss assessment of localized risks, viz. hailstorm, landslide, cyclone and floods on 
individual basis shall be experimented in two districts and shall be extended to other 
areas in the light of operational experience gained. The insured farmers who experience 
crop losses due to occurrence of these localized perils shall give immediate notice to the 
financial institution/ notified office of IA and in any case within 48 hours along with 
particulars of crop insured and extent and cause of damage. On receipt of loss intimation, 
IA shall depute Loss assessors to the area for assessment of crop loss. The district 
Revenue administration will assist IA in assessing the extent of crop loss.  
 
IA shall also develop Loss adjusters cadre and for this purpose few Officers will be 
trained in Loss assessment procedures. The services of unemployed Agrl.graduates and 
retired Agrl. Depatment Officials may also be utilized for loss assessment after initial 
training.  
 
6).MANAGEMENT OF THE SCHEME AND MONITORING: 
 
Financial Institutions (FI) shall be required to play the same role as in CCIS in respect of 
Loanee farmers. In respect of non- loanee farmers, FI shall collect the premium and 
transmit it to IA along with the Declarations within prescribed time limits. Selection of 
FIs would be on the basis of Service Area approach of RBI or at the option of the FIs 
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(where Co-operative Banks have good network). To facilitate smooth implementation, all 
non-loanee farmers shall be serviced through individual Bank Account. 
 
The Department of Agriculture, Agricultural Statistics, Bureau of Economics and 
Statistics, Department of Co-operation of the State Government would be actively 
involved in smooth implementation of the scheme.  
 
During the Crop season, agricultural situation will be closely monitored in the 
implementing States/ Union Territories. The State/ UT Department of Agriculture/ 
Statistics would set up a District Level Monitoring Committee, who will provide 
fortnightly reports of Agricultural situation with details of area sown, weather situation, 
pest incidence, stage of crop failure {if any} etc. to IA.  
 
7). PROCEDURE OF SETTLEMENT OF CLAIMS: 
 
Once the yield data is received from the State Government as per the cut-off-dates 
decided the claims will be worked out as per Declarations received from FIs for each 
notified area and approval is obtained. The funds needed for payment of claims beyond 
the risk sharing limits of IA shall be provided by the Government to effect payment. The 
claim cheques along with claim particulars will be released to individual Nodal points. 
The FI at the grass root level in turn shall credit the accounts of the individual farmers 
and display the particulars of beneficiaries in the notice board.  
 Loss assessment and modified indemnity procedures in case of occurrence of 
localised perils, such hailstorm. Landslide, cyclone and Flood where settlement of claims 
will be on individual basis, shall be formulated by IA in consultation with State/ UT. 
Govt. 
 
CLAIMS APPROVAL:  
 
Claims shall be approved by IA. However, the government may at their option, 
scruitinize / examine a claim falling within their risk liability. 
 
Disputed claims / sub standard claims, if any will be referred to a Committee consisting 
of representatives of Ministry of Agriculture (GOI), concerned State Government and IA.  
 
Settlement / release of claims in the State/ UTs which exceed set risk sharing limits of IA 
shall be subject to receipt of funds from the Government.   
8). PUBLICITY/ AWARENESS AND REVIEW: 
 
This scheme requires adequate publicity in all the villages of the notified district. Besides 
audio-visual media, the services of Agricultural Extension  Officers of the State/ UT 
should be utilised. It is equally important to train people going to be involved in 
collection of premium, processing of Declarations, Proposal forms etc. in banks to aboid 
any confusion and misunderstanding. Training programmes and Workshops, visit of IA 
Officers to the banks will help in clarifying the doubts redressal of grievances and 
clearing bottlenecks in smooth implementation of the Scheme. Pamphlets shall be 
distributed to all villages in participating States/ UTs. A short film covering the salient 
features of the Scheme will be made by the IA for this purpose.  
 
A separate action plan shall be prepared to bring in awareness and educate farmers.  
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9). ROLE PLAY OF VARIOUS AGENCIES: 
(A).ROLE &RESPONSIBILITIES OF FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS(FIs): 
 
For the purpose of the Scheme, the Scheduled Institutions engaged in disbursing SAO 
loans as per the relevant guidelines of NABARD/ RBI will be reckoned as Financial 
Institutions.  
 
Each scheduled Commercial bank shall, with concurrence of IA fix Nodal points which 
would deal with IA on behalf of branches in the division / district/ State. The Nodal 
points for Commercial banks will be minimum one level above the Branch office. The 
Nodal points for Co-operative banks will be DCC Banks and those for RRBs , their Head 
Office.  
 Nodal points would be designated for implementation and these banks would 
attend to following function:  
 

1. On receipt of the communication on notification of crops and areas from the State 
govt./ UT, the nodal banks will communicate the same to the branch offices under 
their control. 

2. The FIs would advance additional loan to loanee farmers to meet requirement of 
Insurance charges/ premium as applicable up to the extent of crop loan.  

3. Each such Nodal point would submit crop-wide, defined area-wide, monthly Crop 
Insurance Declarations to the Office of IA, n the prescribed format along with 
Insurance charges payable on all crop loans coming under the purview of the 
Scheme in case of Loanee farmers and based on proposals received in case of 
other farmers.  

4. The Apex FIs shall issue appropriate instructions to Nodal banks as well as crop 
loan disbursing branches to ensure smooth functioning of the Scheme.  

5. For Insurable crop loans disbursed  under Kissan Credit Card (KCC), the FIs shall 
maintain all controls and records as  required under the Scheme.  

Other responsibilities of FIs will be: 
• To educate the farmers on the Scheme features.  
• To guide the farmers in filing the proposal forms and collection the required 

documents. 
• Following the guidelines while disbursing crop loans and ensuring proper 

end-use of loan disbursed.  
• To prepare the consolidated statements for loanee and non-loanee members, 

forwarding the same to the branch along with the premium amount. 
• Maintaining the records of proposal forms others relevant documents, 

statements for the purpose of verification by the district committee or 
representative of the insurer. 

SPECIAL CONDITIONS FOR FIs / NODAL BANKS/ LOAN DISBURSING 
POINTS: 
 
1. FIs will submit Crop Insurance Declarations to IA on monthly basis, where 

sum insured is on the basis of amount of loan disbursed and within on month 
time from cut-off date for receipt of proposals, where sum insured is on any 
other basis.  

2. Claims received by the Nodal points, will be remitted to individual branches / 
PACS with all particulars within seven days and these branches/PACS will in 
turn credit the Accounts of beneficiary farmers within seven days. The list of 
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beneficiary farmers with claim amount will be displayed by the branch/ 
PACS. 

3. The IA will have access to all relevant records/ ledgers at the Nodal point / 
Branch/PACS at all times. 

4. The IA will be provided with all the norms / guidelines relating SAO crop 
loan disbursements as formulated by RBI / NABARD/ Any amendments/ 
simplification of procedures / norms from time to time will be duly made 
available to IA by the concerned institutions In the absence of such 
communication, IA shall be free to not take cognisance of such 
modifications.  

5. In case a farmer is deprived of any benefit under the Scheme due to errors / 
omissions / commissions of the Nodal Bank / Branch / PACS, the concerned 
institutions only shall make good all such losses.  

6. If the farmer is adopting mixed cropping, the sum insured of a crop should be 
on the basis of it’s proportionate area in the mixed cropping.  

 
(B). ROLE  & RESPONSIBILITIES OF STATE GOVERNMENT / UNION     

TERRITORY ADMINSTRATION:  
 
1. The State Government / U.T. will notify crop wise notified areas and 

premium rates as applicable (in case of commercial/horticultural crops) well 
in advance of each crop season. 

2. The State government / UT administration would, in advance provide to the 
IA Unit Area-wise yield data of immediate past 10 years for all crops notified 
under the scheme.  

3. To the extent possible, the State Government / UT  administration would 
notify smalier defined areas for various crops, keeping in mind that smaller 
areas will be more homogeneous and would be more reflective of all crop 
losses including localised perils like hailstorm, landslide etc. 

4. The State Government shall issue the requisite Notification and communicate 
to all participating  FIs during every crop season. The Notification of the 
State Government may essentially contain the following information.  

a. Crops and Defined areas notified in various districts. 
b.  Premium rates and subsidy, if and as applicable for various groups of 

farmers and crops.  
c. The cut- off dates for collection of proposals and remittance of 

premium with Crop Insurance Declarations  to IA. 
5. The State/ UT administration will release it’s contribution to Corpus Fund as 

per the scale and dates fixed by Government of India. 
6. The State / Union Territory administration would ensure that Crop Estimation 

Surveys (CES) in general, and estimation, procedures in case of multiple 
picking crops in particular be strengthened in order to furnish accurate 
estimates of yield. Further, the State/ UT administration will assist IA in 
assessing the extent of crop loss of individual insured farmers due to 
operation of localised perils.  

7. To set up various monitoring Committees as required. 
8. The final yield data in the standard format for all Unit Areas for notified 

crops for the crop season will be furnished to IA within the stipulated date.  
9. In case, the State/ UT administration fail to furnish yield data based on 

requisite number of CCEs or fail to furnish yield data within the stipulated 
date, responsibility of such claims, if any arising out of such data will totally 
rest with State / UT administration. 
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10. The IA will be allowed unrestricted access to records of CCEs at grass root / 
District/ State level.  

11. State Government / UT admn. Shall set up District Level Monitoring 
Committee (DLMC) , headed by the District Magistrate. The members will 
be District Agriculture Officer, DCCB, Lead Bank representative and IA. The 
committee will monitor implementation of Scheme by providing fortnightly 
crop condition reports and periodical reports on seasonal weather conditions. 
Loans disbursed, extent of area cultivated etc. The DLMC shall also monitor 
conduct of CCEs in the district.  

12. As the Scheme is optional to Non-loanee farmers, adequate publicity will be 
provided to ensure maximum coverage of farmers through all means 
available at the disposal of State/ UT administration. 

(C). ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE IMPLEMENTING AGENCY 
  

1. Implementing Agency of the Scheme.  
2. The IA shall open separate Accounts to deal with Corpus Fund and also 

premiums received under the Scheme. 
3. Building up crop yield database and preparation  of Actuarial premium rates 

through a Professional agency.  
4. Underwriting and Claims finalisation.  
5. Responsibility for claims to the extent mentioned in the Scheme.  
6. Negotiating Re-insurance arrangement in the international market. 
7. Co-ordination in organising training, awareness publicity programmes. 
8. Providing returns/ statistics to the Government of India.  
 
(D). DUTIES OF FARMERS 
 
1. As the Scheme is compulsory for all Loanee farmers availing SAO loans for 

notified crops, it is mandatory for all loanee farmers to insist on coverage of 
all eligible loans (as) per the Scheme provisions) under the Scheme. 

2. If the farmer is adopting mixed cropping the proportion of different crops in a 
mixed cropping will have to be compulsorily declared. 

3. In respect of Non-loanee farmers, the Proposals will be accepted only upto 
stipulated cut-off date, which will be decided in consultation with State 
Government / UT admn. The important duties in case of Non-loanee farmers 
are as follows: 

a. The farmer desiring coverage should have an Account in the branch 
of the designated bank.  

b. The farmer must approach the designated branch/  PACS and submit 
the proposal form in the prescribed format.  

c. The farmer must provide documentary evidence in regard to the 
possession of cultivable land (copy of the passbook, 7/12/ land extract 
or land revenue receipt should be enclosed).  

d. The farmer must furnish area sown confirmation certificate, if 
required.

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THE REGISTRATION OF BIRTHS AND DEATHS ACT, 1969 

(ACT No. 18 OF 1969) 
[31 May, 1969] 

An Act to provide for the regulation of registration of births and deaths and for 
matters  
      connected therewith. 
Be it enacted by Parliament in the Twentieth Year of the Republic of India as follows:- 
 

CHAPTER  I 
PRELIMINARY 

1. Short title, extent and commencement – (i) This Act may be called Registration of 
Births and Deaths Act, 1969 

(2) It extends to the whole of India. 
(3) It shall come into force in a State on such date1 as the Central Government may, by 
notification in the Official Gazette, appoint : 
Provided that different dates may be appointed for different parts of a State. 

2. Definitions and interpretation – (i) In this Act, unless the context otherwise 
requires,-  

(a) “births” means live-birth or still-birth; 
(b) “death” means the permanent disappearance of all evidence of life at any time after 

live-birth has taken place; 
(c) “foetal death” means absence of all evidence of life prior to the complete expulsion 

of extraction from its mother of a product of conception irrespective of the duration 
of pregnancy; 

(d) “live-birth” means the complete expulsion or extraction from its mother of a product 
of conception, irrespective of the duration of pregnancy, which, after suh expulsion 
or extraction, breathes or shows any other evidence of life, and each product of such 
birth is considered live-born; 

(e) “prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Act; 
(f) “State Government”, in relation to a Union territory, means the Administrator thereof 

; 
(g) “still- birth” means foetal death where a product of conception has attained at least 

the prescribed period of gestation. 
(2) Any reference in this Act to any law which is not in force in any area shall, in relation to 
that area, be construed as a reference to the corresponding law, if any, in force in that area.

CHAPTER II 
REGISTRATION-ESTABLISHMENT 

3. Registration-General, India- (1) The Central Government may, by notification in the 
Official Gazette, appoint a person to be known as the Registrar-General, India. 

(2) The Central Government may also appoint such other officers with  such designations as 
it thinks fit for the purpose of discharging, under the superintendence and direction of the 
Registrar- General. Such functions of the Registrar- General under this Act as he may, 
from time to time, author- rise them to discharge 

(3) The Registrar-General may issue general directions regarding registration of births and 
deaths in the territories to which this Act extends, and shall take steps to co-ordinate and 
unify the activities of Chief Registrars in the matter of registration of births and deaths 
and submit to the Central Government an annual report on the working of this Act in the 
said territories. 

4.  Chief Registrar- (1) The State Government  may, by notification in the Official Gazette, 
appoint a Chief Registrar for the State. 

(2) The State Government may also appoint such other officers with such designations as it 
thinks fit for the purpose of discharging, under the superintendence and direction of the 
Chief Registrar, such of his functions as he may, from time to time, authorize  them to 
discharge. 

(3) The Chief Registrar shall be the chief executive authority in the State for carrying into 
execution the provisions of this Act and the rules and orders made thereunder subject to 
the directions, if any, given by the State Government. 

(4) The Chief Registrar shall take steps, by the issue of suitable instructions or otherwise, to 
co-ordinate, unify and supervise the work of registration in the State for securing an 
efficient system of registration and shall prepare and submit to the State Government, in 
such manner and at such intervals as may be prescribed, a report on the working of this 
Act in the State along with the statistical report referred to in sub- section (2) of section 
19. 

(5).Registration divisions- The State Government may, by notification in the Official 
Gazette, divide the territory within the State into such registration divisions as it may 
think fit and prescribe different rules for different registration divisions. 

(6).District Registrar- (1) The State government may appoint a District Registrar for each 
revenue district and such number of Additional District Registrars  as it thinks fit who 
shall, subject to the general control and direction of the District Registrar, discharge such 
functions of the District Registrar as the District Registrar may, from time to time, 
authorise them to discharge. 

(2) The District Registrar shall superintend, subject to the direction of the Chief Registrar, 
the Registration of births and deaths in the district and shall be responsible for carrying 
into execution in the district the provisions of this Act and the orders of the Chief 
Registrar issued from time to time for the purposes  of this Act.  

(7).Registrars-(1) The State Government may appoint a Registrar for each local area 
comprising the area within the jurisdiction of a municipality, panchayat or other local 
authority or any other area or a combination of any two or more of them: 
Provided that the State Government may appoint in the case of  a municipality, 
panchayat or other local authority, any officer or other employee thereof as a Registrar. 

(2) Every Registrar shall, without fee or reward, enter in the register maintained for the 
purpose all information given to him under section 8 or section 9 and shall also take steps 
to inform himself carefully of every birth and of every death which takes place in his 
jurisdiction and to ascertain and register the particulars required to be registered.

(3) Every Registrar shall have an office in the local area for which he is appointed. 
(4) Every Registrar shall attend his office for the purpose of registering births and deaths on such 

days and  at such hours as the Chief Registrar may direct and shall cause to be placed in some 
conspicuous place on or near the outer door of the office of the Registrar a board bearing, in the 
local language, his mane with the addition of Registrar of Births and Deaths for the local area for 
which he is appointed, and the days and hours of his attendance.  

(5) The Registrar may, with the prior approval of the Chief Registrar, appoint Sub-Registrars and 
assign to them any or all of his powers and duties in relation to specified areas within his 
jurisdiction. 
CHAPTER III 
REGISTRATION OF BIRTHS AND DEATHS 

8.   Persons required to register births and deaths-(1) It shall be the duty of the persons specified 
below to give or cause to be given, either orally or in writing, according to the best of their 
knowledge and belief, within such time as may be prescribed information to the Registrar of the 
several particulars required to the entered in the forms prescribed  by the State Government under 
sub-section(1) of section 16,- 

(a) in respect of births and deaths in a house, whether residential or non-residential, not being any 
place referred to in clauses (b) to (e), the head of the house or, in case more than one household 
live in the house, the head of the household, the head being the person, who is so recognized by 
the house of the household, and if he is not present in the house at any time during the period 
within which the birth or death has to be reported, the nearest relative of the head present in the 
house, and in the absence of any such person, the oldest adult male person present therein during 
the said period; 

(b) in respect of births and deaths in a hospital, health centre, maternity or nursing home or other like 
institution, the medical officer in charge or any person authorised by him in this behalf; 

(c) in respect of births and deaths in a jail, the jailor in charge; 
(d) in respect of births and deaths in a choultry, chattram, hostel, dharmasala, boardinghouse, 

lodging- house, tavern , barrack, toddy shop or place of public resort, the person in charge there 
of; 

(e) in respect of any new-born child or dead body found deserted in a public place, the head man or 
other corresponding officer of the village in the case of a village and the officer in charge of the 
local police station elsewhere: 

       Provided that any person who finds such child or dead body, or in whose charge such child or 
dead body may be placed, shall notify such fact to the headman or officer aforesaid; 

(f) in any other place, such person as may be prescribed.  
(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section(1), the State Government, having regard to the 

conditions obtaining in a registration division, may be order require that for such period as may 
be specified in the order, any person specified by the State Government by designation in this 
behalf, shall give or cause  to be given information regarding births and deaths in a house 
referred to in clause(a) of sub-section(1) instead of the persons specified in that clause. 

9. Special provision regarding births and deaths in a plantation- In the case of births and deaths 
in a plantation, the superintendent of the plantation shall give or cause to be given to the 
Registrar the information referred to in section 8: 

Provided that the persons referred to in clauses (a)  to (f) of sub-section(1) of section 8 shall 
furnish the necessary particulars to the superintendent of the plantation. 
 
Explanatation .- In this section, the expression “plantation” means any land not less than four 
hectares in extent which is being prepared for the production of, or actually produces, tea, coffee. 
Pepper, rubber, cardamom, cinchona or such other products as the State Government may, by 
notification in the Official Gazette, specify and the expression “superintendent of the plantation” 
means the person having the charge or supervision of the labourers  and work in the plantation, 
whether called a manager, superintendent or by any other name.

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10. Duty of certain persons to notify births and deaths and to certify cause of death-(1) It shall be the 
duty of-  

 (i) the midwife or any other medical or health attendant at a birth or death,  
 (ii) the keeper or the owner of a place set a part for the disposal of dead  bodies or any person 

required by a local authority to be present at such place, or  
(iii) any other person whom the State Government may specify in this behalf by his designation, to 

notify every birth or death or both at which he or she attended or was present, or which occurred 
in such areas as may be prescribed, to the Registrar within such time and in such manner as may 
be prescribed. 

(2) In any area, the State Government, having regard to the facilities available therein in  this behalf, 
may require that a certificate as to the cause of death shall be obtained by the Registrar from such 
person and in such form as may be prescribed  

(3) Where the State Government has required under sub-section (2) that a certificate as to the cause 
of death shall be obtained, in the event of the death of any person who, during his last illness, was 
attended by a medical practitioner, the medical practitioner shall, after the death of that person, 
forthwith, issue without charging any fee, to the person required under this Act to give 
information concerning the death , a certificate in the prescribed form stating to the best of his 
knowledge and belief the cause of death; and the certificate shall be received and delivered by 
such person to the Registrar at the time of giving information concerning the death as required by 
this Act. 

11. Informant to sign the register- Every person who has orally given to the Registrar any information 
required under this Act shall write in the register maintained in this behalf, his name, description 
and place of abode, and, if he cannot write, shall put his thumb mark in the register against his 
name, description and place of abode, the particulars being in such a case entered by the 
Registrar. 

12. Extracts  of registration entries to be given to informant- The Registrar shall, as soon as the 
registration of a birth or death has been completed, give, free of charge, to the person who give 
information under section 8 or section 9 an extract of the prescribed particulars under his hand 
from the register relating  to such birth or death. 

13. Delayed registration of births and deaths-(1) Any birth or death of which information is given to 
the Registrar after the expiry of the period specified therefore, but within thirty days of its 
occurrence, shall be registered on payment of such late fee as may be prescribed. 

(2) Any birth or death of which delayed information is given to the Registrar after thirty days but 
within one year of its occurrence shall be registered only with the written permission of the 
prescribed authority and on payment of the prescribed fee and the production of an affidavit 
made before a notary public or any other officer authorised in this behalf by the State 
Government. 

(3) Any birth or death which has not been registered within one year of its occurrence , shall be 
registered only on an order made by a Magistrate of the first class or a Presidency Magistrate 
after verifying the correctness of the birth or death and on payment of the prescribed fee. 

(4) The provisions of this section shall be without prejudice to any action that may be taken against a 
person for failure on his part to register any birth or death within the time specified therefore and 
any such birth or death may be registered during the pendency of any such action. 

14. Registration of name of child- Where the birth of any child has been registered without a name, 
the parent or guardian of such child shall within the prescribed period give information regarding 
the name of the child to the registrar either orally or in writing and thereupon the Registrar shall 
enter such name in the register and initial and date the entry. 

15. Correction or cancellation of entry in the register of births and deaths- If it is proved to the 
satisfaction of the Registrar that any entry of a birth or death in any register kept by him under 
this Act is erroneous in form or substance, or has been fraudulently or improperly made, he may, 
subject to such rules as may be made by the State Government with respect to the conditions on 
which and the circumstances in which such entries may be corrected or cancelled, correct the 
error or cancel the entry by suitable entry in the margin, without any alteration of the original 
entry, and shall sign the marginal entry and add thereto the date of the correction or cancellation.

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CHAPTER IV 

MAINTENANCE OF RECORDS AND STATISTICS 
16. Registrars to keep registers in the prescribed form- (1) Every Registrar shall keep in the 
prescribed form a register of births and deaths for the registration area or any part thereof in relation 
to which he exercises jurisdiction. 
 
(2) The Chief Registrar shall cause to be printed and supplied a sufficient number of register books 
for making entries of births and deaths according to such forms and instructions as may, from time to 
time, be prescribed; and a copy of such forms in the local language shall be posted in some 
conspicuous place on or near the outer door of the office of every Registrar. 
 
17. Search of births and deaths register- (1) Subject to any rules made in this behalf by the State 
Government, including rules relating to the payment of fees and postal charges, any person may-  
 
(a) cause a search to be made by the Registrar for any entry in a register of births and deaths;and 
 
(b) obtain an extract from such register relating to any birth or death: 
 
Provided that no extract relating to any death, issued to any person, shall disclose the particulars 
regarding the cause of death as entered in the register. 
 
(2) All extracts given under this section shall be certified by the Registrar or any other officer 
authorized by the State Government to give such extracts as provided in section 76 of the Indian 
Evidence Act, 1872 (1 of 1872), and shall be admissible in evidence for the purpose of provng the 
birth or death to which the entry relates. 
 
18. Inspection of registration offices- The registration offices shall be inspected and the registers kept 
therein shall be examined in such manner and by such authority as may be specified by the District 
Registrar. 
 
19. Registrars to send periodical returns to the Chief Registrar for compilation- (1) Every Registrar 
shall send to the Chief Registrar or to any officer specified by him, at such intervals and in such form 
as may be prescribed, a return regarding the entries of births and deaths in the register kept by such 
Registrar. 
(2) The Chief Registrar shall cause the information in the returns furnished by the Registrars to be 
compiled and shall publish for the information of the public a statistical report on the registered births 
and deaths during the year at such intervals and in such form as may be prescribed. 
 

CHAPTER V 
MISCELLANEOUS 

 
20. Special provision as to registration of births and deaths of citizens outside India- (1) The 
Registrar- General shall, subject to such rules as may be made by the Central Government in this 
behalf, cause to be registered information as to births and deaths of citizens  of India out side India 
received by him under the rules relating to the registration of such  citizens at Indian Consulates 
made under the Citizenship Act, 1955 (57 of 1955), and every such registration shall also be deemed 
to have been duly made under this Act. 
 
(2) In the case of any child born outside India in respect of whom information has not been received 
as provided in sub-section(1), if the parents of the child return to India with a view to settling therein, 
they may, at any time within sixty days from the date of the arrival of the child in India, get the birth 
of the child registered under this Act in the same manner as if the child was born in India and the 
provisions of section 13 shall apply to the birth of such child after the expiry of the period of sixty 
days aforesaid.

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21. Power of Registrar to obtain information regarding birth or death- The Registrar 

may either orally or in writing require any person to furnish any information within his 
knowledge in connection with a birth or death in the locality witin which such person resides and 
that person shall be bound to comply with such requisition. 

22. Power to give direction- The Central Government may give such direction to any 
State Government as may appear to be necessary for carrying into execution in the State any of 
the provisions of this Act or of any rule or order made thereunder. 

23. Penalties- (1) Any person who- 
(a) fails without reasonable cause to give any information which it is his duty to 

give under any of the provisions of sections 8 and 9 ; or 
(b) gives or causes to be given for the purpose of being inserted in any register of 

births and deaths, any information which he knows or believes to be false regarding any 
of the particulars required to be known and registered; or  

(c) refuses to write his name, description and place of abode or to put his thumb 
mark in the register as required by section 11, shall be punishable with fine which may 
extend to fifty rupees. 

 (2) Any Registrar of Sub-Registrar who neglects or refuses, without reasonable cause, to 
register any birth or death occurring in his jurisdiction or to submit any return as required by sub-
section(1) of section 19 shall be punishable with fine which may extend to fifty rupees. 
 (3) Any medical practitioner who neglects or refuses to issue a certificate under sub-
section (3) of section 10 and any person who neglects or refuses to deliver such certificate shall 
be punishable with fine which may extend to fifty rupees. 
 (4) Any person who, without reasonable cause, contravenes any provision of this Act for 
the contravention of which no penalty is provided for in this section shall be punishable with fine 
which may extend to ten rupees. 
 (5) Not withstanding  anything contained in the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 (5 of 
1898) an offence under this section shall be tried summarily by a Magistrate. 
 24. Power to comound offences – (1) Subject to such conditions as may be prescribed,

(g) the fees payable for registration made under section 13. 
(h) the submission of reports by the Chief Registrar under sub-section (4)  of section

(i) the search of birth and death registers and the fees payable for such search and for 

the grant of extracts from the registers; 
(j) the forms in which and the intervals at which the returns and the statistical report 

under section 19 shall be furnished and published. 
(k) the custody, production and transfer of the registers and other records kept by 

Registrars; 
(l) the correction of errors and the cancellation of entries in the register of births and 

deaths; 
(m) any other matter which has to be, or may be, prescribed. 

 [(3) Every rule made under this Act shall  be laid, as soon as may be after it is made, before 
the State Legislature.] 
 31. Repeal and saving- (1) Subject to the provisions of section 29, as from the coming into 
force of this Act in any State or part thereof, so much of any law in force therein as relates to the 
matters covered by this Act shall stand repealed in such Stare or part, as the case may be. 
 (2) Not withstanding such repeal, anything done or any action taken (including any 
instruction or direction issued, any regulation or rule or order made) under any such law shall, in so 
far as such thing or action is not inconsistent with the provisions of this Act, be deemed to have been 
done or taken under the provisions aforesaid, as if they were in frce when such thing was done or 
such action was taken, and shall continue in force accordingly until superseded by anything done or 
any action taken under this Act. 
 32. Power to remove difficulty- If any difficulty arises in giving effect in a State to the 
provisions of this Act in their application to any area, the State Government may, with the approval 
of the Central Government, by order make such provisions or give such directions not inconsistent 
with the provisions of this Act as appears to the State Government to be necessary or expedient for 
removing the difficulty:

Sub:     Registration  of birth of children taken on adoption. 
 
Sir,  
 The matter relating to registration and issuance of birth certificates with the mane of 
adoptive parents in respect of children taken on adoption has been under consideration of 
this office for quite some time now. This problem was being increasingly posed from 
different quarters and was beginning to assume greater dimensions. The Supreme Court in its 
judgment dated 14.8.91 in the CMP NO.5704 and 8842 of 1990 in the writ Petition N0. 1171 
of 1982- L.K. Pandey vs Union of India has also clearly recognized the need for issuing birth 
certificate to adopted children showing the name of the adoptive  parents. 
2.    In pursuance to the Supreme Court judgments during 1984 to 1986 in the Writ 
Petition mentioned above, the Govt. of India in July, 1989 issued certain guidelines to 
facilitate the implementation of the norms, principles and procedures relating to adoption of 
children. Subsequent to a number of clarifactory judgments on the same case delivered by 
the Supreme Court between 1989 to 1991, the Govt. constituted a Task Force under the 
Chairmanship of Justice (Retd.) P.N. Bhagawati, former Chief Justice of India to revise the 
earlier guidelines. The report of the Task Force which was submitted in August, 1993 has 
been accepted by the Govt. and a Revised Guidelines for adoption of Indian Children has 
been issued for information, which inter-alia includes a set of specific procedures for 
registration of births of adopted children and issuance of birth certificate thereof. The salient 
features of the guidelines are given below: 

i) An application is to be made by the agency to the local Magistrate alongwith any 
other relevant materil in form of an affidavit made responsible person belonging 
to the agency. 
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ii) The Magistrate is to pass an order approving the particulars to be entered in the 
birth certificate and same is to be issued by the registrar of the area where the 
child was found. 

iii) The chief Medical Officer of the district is to be involved in ascertaining the age 
and the Magistrate would ordinarily act on the certificate granted by him. 

iv) Normally, the process should be initiated before the adoption is finalised, so that 
the particulars of adoptive parents are available for inclusion in the certificate. 

v) If the child has attained three years of age and adoption has not  been finalised, 
the agency is to obtain a birth certificate, if found necessary, after informing the 
court in the form of an affidavit giving the following details: 

a) that to the best of its knowledge the child has attained the age of three years; 

b) that his/her adoption has not been finalised and is likely to take some time or 
may never be finalised in all probability. 

c) that a certificate is required for educational/medical/legal purposes or any 
other reasonable purpose which may be specified; and  

d) that person/persons would stand in as local parents to the child (this 
person/these persons should be a responsible person/responsible persons 
belonging to the placement agency) till such time as he/she attains majority, 
or is adopted, whichever is earlier. 

vi) A second birth certificate is to be issued after adoption to provide for a change in 
name/names of the child and the adoptive parent/parents after obtaining an order 
to that effect from the court which had passed order for issuing the original birth 
certificate. 

3. It has been decided to accept in full the procedure as laid down in the above 
mentioned guidelines. The only area that needs further amplification in the 
procedures, relates to the ascertainment of age of the child. Although, under the 
guidelines, the CMO is to be involved in ascertainment of age and Magistrate is 
to act on the certificate granted by CMO, it would be necessary to decide on the 
exact date of birth as mere mention of age in completed years or even years and 
months would not be sufficient. Therefore, on the certificate granted by the 
CMO, the Magistrate should also arrive at a date of birth of the child while 
approving and ordering the other particulars to be entered in the certificate.  

Relevant extract form Revised Guidelines for Adoption of Indian Children, 1995- Ministry of 
Welfare, Government of India. 

Birth Certificate 

4.18 Every child must have a birth certificate. For issuing a birth certificate in respect of 
an abandoned of destitute child, the registration of whose birth is not available, the 
agency concerned must make an application to the local Magistrate alongwith any 
other material which the agency considers relevant in the form of an affidavit made 
by a responsible person belonging to the agency. The local magistrate will then pass 
an order approving the particulars to be entered in the birth certificate and on the 
basis of the magisterial order, the requisite certificate will be issued by the local birth 
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certificate issuing authority of the city/town/area where the child has been found. The 
Chief Medical Officer of the district may be involved in the enquiry for ascertaining 
age. The Magistrate would ordinarily act on the certificate granted by the Chief 
Medical officer. This process would be initiated only after the adoption is finalised, 
so that the particulars of the adoptive parents are available for inclusion in the 
certificate. In case the child has attained the age of three, and the adoption has still 
not been finalised the agency may obtain a birth certificate, if it is found necessary, 
after informing the court in the form of an affidavit. 

(a) that to the best of  its knowledge the child has attained the age of three years; 

(b) that his/her adoption has not been finalized and is likely to take some time or 
may never be finalised in all probability.  

(c) that a certificate is required for educational/medical/legal purpose or any other 
reasonable purpose which may be specified; and  

(d) that person/persons would stand in as local parents to the child (this 
person/these persons should be a responsible person/responsible persons 
belonging to the placement agency) till such time as he/she attains majority, or 
is adopted, whichever is earlier. 

In such cases a second birth certificate may be issued after adoption to provide 
for a change in the name/names of the child and the adoptive parent/parents 
after obtaining an order to that effect from the court which had passed order for 
issuing the original birth certificate. 

4. It may, however, be noted that the said guidelines pertain to only those children 
who are sponsored for adoption  by the orphanages, child welfare agencies and 
other like agencies. There are large number of adoptions that take place outside 
these institutional arrangements, for example children taken on adoption from 
relatives or friends. It has been decided to extend the benefit to such children 
also. As formal adoptions of such nature are prevalent mostly in urban areas, it is 
more than likely that births of these children would have been registered and birth 
certificates issued. In such cases, it would be sufficient if the Magistrate having 
jurisdiction over the area passes an order approving the particulars of the adoptive 
parents to be entered/altered in the birth register/certificate and also pass an order 
for issuing a second birth certificate. If incase, the birth has not been registered 
the Magistrate passing the order for issuing a second birth certificate. If in case, 
the birth has not been registered the Magistrate passing the order has to determine 
the exact date of birth, which he can do on the basis of relevant proof or 
declaration from the natural parents and in their absence, on the basis of the 
certificate granted by the Chief Medical Office. 

5. The Registrar, as he does in case of other court order , has to make an entry in the 
‘remarks’ Column giving details of the court order (including date) while 
entering or correcting as per the particulars  approved by the Magistrate. 

6. If the birth is being registered after the normal reporting period all the procedures 
laid down under Section 13 of the RBD Act, 1969, have to be strictly followed. 

7. You are now requested to bring this to the notice of all the registration 
functionaries down the hierarchy right upto the level of the local registrar. This 
may also be circulated to all agencies in your state that sponsor adoption of 
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children. It has also to be ensured that the local Magistrates who would be 
passing the orders in this regard are made aware of the procedure laid down under 
the guidelines through appropriate channels.

BIHAR REGISTRATION OF BIRTHS AND DEATHS RULES, 1999 

NOTIFICATION 
 

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 30 of the Registration of Births and Deaths 
Act, 1969, (18 of 1969) the state Government of Bihar with the approval of the central 
Government, hereby makes the following rules, namely:  
1. Short title- (1) These rules may be called the Bihar Registration of Births and 
                            Deaths Rules, 1999 
                      (2) They shall come into force with effect from 1.1.2000 through        

notification in the official Gazette. 
                      (3) It shall extend to the whole state of Bihar. 
                      (4) These rules will replace the Bihar Registration of Births and Deaths 
                              Rules, 1970 and all its subsequent amendments notified from time 
                            to time. 
2. Definitions- In this rules, unless the context otherwise requires 
                        (a) “Act” means the Registration of Births &Deaths Act, 1969. 
                        (b) “Form” means a from appended to these rules and  
                        (c) “Section” means a section of the Act. 
3. Period of gestation:- The period of gestation for the purpose of clause (g) of sub-                

section (1) of section 2 shall be twenty-eight weeks. 
4. Submission of report under section 4 (4) – The report under sub- section (4) shall be
 Submitted alongwith the statistical report referred to in sub-section(2) of           
section 19, to the State Government by the Chief Registrar for every year by the 31st 
 July of the  year following the year to which the report relates. 
5. Form, etc. for giving information of Births & Deaths- 
 (1) The information required to be given to the Registrar under section 8 or 
section 9, as the case may be, shall be in Form Nos. 1,2 and 3 for the Registration of a birth, 
death and still birth respectively, hereinafter to be collectively called the reporting forms. 
Information if given orally, shall be entered by the Registrar in the appropriate reporting 
forms and the signature/ Thumb impression of the informant obtained. 
(2) The part of the reporting forms containing legal information shall be called the ‘legal 
Part’ and the part containing statistical information shall be called the ‘Statistical Part’. 
(3) The information referred to in sub-rule (1) shall be within twenty one days from the date 
of birth, death and still-birth. 
6. Birth or Death in a vehicle- 
                          In respect of a birth or death in a moving vehicle, the person in charge of the 
vehicle shall give or cause to be given the information under sub-section (1) of section 8 at 
the first place of halt. 
Explanation- For the purpose of this rule the term “vehicle” means conveyance of any kind 
used on land, air or water and includes an aircraft, a boat, a ship, a railway carriage, a motor-
car, a motorcycle, a cart, a tonga and a rickshaw. 
(2) In the case of deaths not falling under clauses (a) to (e) of sub-section (1) of section 8 in 
which an inquest is held, the officer who conducts the inquest shall give or cause to be. given 
the information under sub-section (1) of section 8.  
7. Form of certificate under section 10 (3)-  
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The certificate as to the cause of death required under sub-section (3) of section 10 shall be 
issued in Form No. 4 or 4A and the Registrar shall, after making necessary entries in the 
register of deaths, forward all such certificates to the Chief registrar or the officer specified 
by him in this behalf by the 10th of the month immediately following the month to which the 
certificates relate. 
8. Extracts of registration entries to be given under section 12- 
(1) The extracts of particulars from the register relating to births or deaths to be given to an 
informant under section 12 shall be in form No. 5 of Form No. 6 as the case may be. 
(2) In the case of domiciliary events of births and  deaths referred to in clause (a) of sub- 
section (1) of section 8 which are reported direct to the /Registrar of Births and Deaths, the 
head of the house or household as the case may be or, in his absence, the nearest relative of 
the head present in the house may collect the extracts of birth or death from the Registrar 
within thirty days of its reporting. 
(3) In the case of dimiciliary events of births and deaths referred to in clause (a) of sub-
section (1) of section 8 which are reported by persons specified by the State Government 
under sub-section (2) of the said section, the person so specified shall transmit the extracts 
received from the Registrar of Births and Deaths to the concerned head of the house of 
household as the case may be, or, in his absence, the nearest relative of the head present in 
the house within thirty days of its issue by the Registrar. 
(4) In the case of institutional events of births and deaths referred to in claused (b) to (e) of 
sub-section (1) of section 8, the nearest relative of the new born or deceased may collect the 
extract from the officer or person in charge of the  institution concerned within thirty days of 
the occurrence of the event of birth or death. 
(5) If the extract of birth or death is not collected by the concerned person as referred to in 
sub-section (2) to (4) within the period stipulated therein, the Registrar or the officer or 
person in charge of the concerned institution as referred to in sub-rule (4) shall transmit the 
same to the concerned family by post within fifteen days of the expiry of the aforesaid 
period. 
9. Authority for delayed registration and fee payable thereof-  
(1) Any birth or death of which imformation is given to the Registrar after the expiry of the 
period specified in rule 5, but within thirty days of its occurrence, shall be registered on 
payment of a late fee fo rupees two.  
(2) Any births or death of which information is given to the registrar after the thirty days but 
within one year of its occurrence, shall be registered only with the written permission of the 
officer prescrived in this behalf and on payment of a late fee of rupees five.  
(3) Any birth or death which has not been registered within one year of its occurrence, shall 
be registered only on an order of a Magistrate of the first class or a Presidency Magistrate 
and on Paymaent of a late fee of rupees ten. 
10. Period for the purpose of section 14 – 
(1) where the birth of any child had been registered without a name, the parent or guardian of 
such child shall, within 12 months from the date of registration of the birth of child, give 
information regarding the name of the child to the Registrar either orally or in writing: 
                    Provided that if the information is given after the aforesaid period of 12 months 
but with in a period of 15 years, which shall be reckoned:- 
(1).in case where the registration had been made prior to the date of commencement of the 
Registration of Births & Deaths (Amendment) rules, 1991, from such date, or  
(11) in case where the registration is made after the date of commencement of the 
Registration of Births & Deaths (Ammendment) Rules, 1991, from the date of such 
registration, 
Subject to the provision of sub-section (4) of section 23, the Registrar shall-  
(a) if the register is in his possession forthwith enter the name in the relevant column of the 
concerned form in the birth register on payment of a late fee of rupees five,  
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(b) if the register is not in his possession and if the information is given orally, make a report 
giving necessary particulars, and, if the information is given in writing, forward the same to 
the officer specified by the State Government in this behalf for making the necessary entry 
on payment of a late fee of rupees five.  
(2) The parent or guardian, as the case may be, shall also present to the Registrar the copy of 
the extract given to him under section 12 or a certified extract issued to him under section 17 
and on such presentation the registrar shall make the necessary endorsement relating to the 
name of the child or take action as laid down in clause (b) of the proviso to sub-rule (1). 
11. Correction or cancellation of entry in the register of births and deaths- 
(1) If it is reported to the Registrar that a clerical or formal error has been made in the 
register or if such error is otherwise noticed by him and if the register is in his possession, 
the Registrar, shall enquire into the matter and if he is satisfied that any such error has been 
made, he shall correct the error (By correcting  or canceling the entry) as provided in section 
15 and shall send and extract of the entry showing the error and how it has been corrected to 
the State Government or the officer specified by it in this behalf. 
(2) In the case referred to in sub-rule (1) if the register is not in his possession, the Registrar 
shall make a report to the State Government or the officer specified by it in this behalf and 
call for the relevant register and after inquiring into the matter, if he is satisfied that any such 
error  has been made, make the necessary correction. 
(3)Any such correction as mentioned in sub-rule (2) shall be countersigned by the State 
Government or the officer specified by it in this behalf when the register is received from the 
registrar.  
(4) If any person asserts that any entry in the register of births & deaths is erroneous in 
substance, the Registrar may correct the entry in the manner prescribed under section 15 
upon production by that person a declaration setting forth the nature of the error and true 
facts of  the case made by two credible persons having knowledge of the facts of the case. 
(5) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-rule (1) and sub-rule (4) the Registrar shall 
make report of any correction of the kind referred to therein giving necessary details to the 
State Government or the officer specified in this behalf. 
(6) If it is proved to the satisfaction of the Registrar that any entry in the register of births 
and deaths has been fraudulently or improperly made, he shall make  a report giving 
necessary details to the officer authorised by the Chief Registrar by the general or special 
order in this behalf under section 25 and on hearing from his take necessary action in the 
matter. 
(7)  In every case in which an entry is corrected or cancelled under this rule, intimation 
thereof should be sent to the permanent address of the person who has given information 
under section 8 or section 9. 
 
12. Form of register under section 16-
